St. Elizabeths in Southeast Washington was
established as the Government Hospital for the
Insane in 1855 through the efforts of pioneering
mental health reformer Dorothea Dix.
Throughout its history the institution was a
leader in the newest therapeutic treatments for
the mentally ill. This progressive thinking is
reflected in the designs of its buildings and
grounds. Most of the 19™ Century buildings now
lie abandoned on the west campus, which is
owned by the U.S. Government. Over the last
two years the buildings have been stabilized as
the Government studies how to reuse or
redevelop the 182-acre west campus. '
The U.S. Coast Guard and possibly other parts of |
the Department of Homeland Security are being
considered for the historic site.

Michael Maggioncalda, Archivist of Zimmerman
Associates Inc. in Fairfax, is working on a
contract for the General Services Administration
to locate and digitize materials related to St.
Elizabeths Hospital. This cataloging of
architectural drawings, photographs, and objects
will help planners and historians to understand
the history of St. Elizabeths and assist them in their plans for the future.

Michael will be discussing the history of St. Elizabeths and the work he did collecting and
digitizing the historical materials.
